The Academician Dr. Rajko Kuzmanović, the son of Nikola and Vida, was born on 1 December 1931 in Čelinac in Bosnia and Herzegovina. He lives and works in Banja Luka, the Republic of Srpska, Bosnia and Herzegovina. 
He is the President of the Academy of Sciences and Arts of the Republic of Srpska and President of the Associations of Lawyers of Republic of Srpska.  He is the senator of Republic of Srpska and emeritus professor.
II – EDUCATION

He finished the Primary School in Čelinac in 1946.
He finished the Lower Real Gymnasium in Bosanska Gradiška in 1950.
He finished the Teacher’s College in Banja Luka in 1954. 
He graduated from the Faculty of Law in Zagreb in 1964. 
He graduated from the Faculty of Philosophy in Zagreb in 1973. 
He obtained the Master’s Degree in Law in Zagreb in 1976. 
He obtained the doctorate from the Faculty of Law in Mostar in 1980.

He did professional training at the International Law Institute in Washington in 1999.

He did professional training at the Institute for European Studies of the Free University of 

Brussels in 2000. 
III - SCIENTIFIC, PROFESSIONAL AND ACADEMIC CAREER 
1. Professional Career
He was the Head of professional staff for education and culture in the municipality of Čelinac from 1956 to 1960.  

He was the President of the Municipal Assembly of Čelinac from 1960 to 1964.
He was the Head of the Secretariat of Education and Culture of the City of Banja Luka from 1964 to 1970. 

He was the Member of the Executive Committee (City Government) Banja Luka from 1970 to 1975.

He was the Secretary General of the University of Banja Luka from 1974-1977. 
He was the President and judge of the Constitutional Court of the Republic of Srpska from 1998 to 2002.

2. Scientific and educational activities:
He was the Teacher at the Faculty of Law – assistant professor, docent, associate professor and full professor from 1975 to 2002. 
He was the Professor of the Constitutional Law, Political Systems and Science of Management. 
He is the Expert on the constitution and constitutional law. 
He is the Head of the postgraduate law studies more than 30 years. 
He was a Mentor for 36 masters of arts and 18 doctorates. 
He was the Member of the commission for master’s and doctoral theses and dissertations over 50 times. 
He was the Vice Dean of the Faculty of Law from 1980 to 1982. 

He was the Dean of the Faculty of Law in three terms from 1984 to 1986, and from 1996 to 2001. 

He was the Provost for science at the university from 1986 to 1988. 

He was the Rector of the University of Banja Luka from 1988 to 1992. 

He worked as a visiting professor at several colleges and universities in Sarajevo, Mostar, Priština and Banja Luka.
